'ROO\ 3DUWRRQ -V , PDJis @ Daratypfogrdntavdildble to every child in Anson County from birth to five
which provides a book by mail monthly. There are currently 1,400 children registered for the program. Over 13,000
books were mailed to children in 2014. 3,350 children have participated in this program since 2006 when the Part-
nership brought it to Anson County.

ReadyRosieis an online parent engagement resource that sends two minute daily videos to parents by email or text
message. The videos model simple activities teaching children birth to five numeracy and literacy skills using common
household objects. ReadyRosie is available to any resident of Anson County.

Raising a Readerpatrticipants bring home a sturdy red bag filled with four ighXDOLW\ FKLOGUHQ -V ERR|
are currently 574 three, four and five year old children in the Raising a Reader program including all Kindergarten chil-
dren in the county.

Reach Out and Readdoctors prescribe books, encourage families to read together and give books to children during
regular pediatric checkups. 899 books were distributed to 289 children through the Reach Out and Read Program in
Anson County in 2014L5.

Family Support provides free distributions for needy families in Anson County. 2,017 food packages; 1,776 packages of
diapers or wipes; and 4,529 books were distributed in 2l8.4

Child Passenger Safety Seat Permanent Checking Statioprovides car seat inspections by nationally certified child
passenger safety technicians and provides car seats for $15 for needy families. 118 car seats were inspected and 82 ce
seats were distributed by the Permanent Checking Station in 208.4

NC Pre-Kindergarten provides free, high quality child care for qualifying children who are four years old before Au-
gust 31. There are currently 163 children enrolled in the NC HRiiedergarten program in Anson County at four child
care facilities.

Parents as Teachers(PAT) is an intensive home visitation program the Partnership plans to provide Anson County
families beginning in 20147.

There were approximately 6,000 ECRC checkouts to 426 active members and 51 story time sessions offere
to children in 201415.

Education Support Program awards monetary incentives to early childhood professionals who increase their education
levels.
